Á Be currently registered with USSF

Á Officiate matches according to the OPL rules

Á Maintain proper level of physical fitness

Á Show up for all assignments on time

Á Support fellow officials with loyalty and pride

Á Act in an ethical manner before, during and after the game

Á Treat coaches and players with dignity and respect

Á Not accept games where there may be a conflict of interest

Á Attend all required training sessions, be committed to learning

Á Payments are madethe first Friday of each month(unless 
otherwise noted)for all games worked in the previous month 
if:

Áall game reports have been submitted and

Á is received before cutoff date (15th of each month)

Á Payments will bedeposited directlyinto a checking or 
savings account or into a Money On Demand (MOD) card, 
which is exactly like a debit card.

Á All refs must submit the required paperwork



Payment Forms

Must be received before doing 
games for OPL

There are THREE PARTS

1. Payment Instructions

2. Payment Authorization

3. IRS W-9 form

All three are required, even if 
you choose a debit card!

ÁOPL will deduct 4% of all game fees which will go 
directly to USS to help cover administrative costs 
and overhead

ÁIf you do 4 centers and 4 lines in a month, you will earn 
$220, a little more if you are a grade 7 or above

Á4% of $220 = $8.80

ÁYour check will be $211.20

game time, contact someone on your crew & call your area 
assignor!

Referees are required to arrive at the field  30 minutes 
before kick offto: 

Á inspect the field and playing equipment

Ágive the home team adequate time to tend to any 
field hazards before the game is scheduled to start.

ÁCheck in the teams

dimensions. Clubs providing fields for league play shall ensure field of play is
suitable and does not contain any hazards that could potentially harm any
player, match official or spectator.

b. Corner Markings ɀIn the absence of flags, disc cones or cones are suitable
alternatives to mark the corners of the field of play.

c. Goals ɀClubs providing fields for league play are responsible for ensuring 
all goals are properly anchored, nets affixed to goalposts with no gaps or 
broken netting, and no safety hazard exists with worn out or defective 
parts (ie: fittings for the crossbar attaching to the posts). In the event the 
referee identifies a hazard during their pre-game inspection of the field, 
the home team is required to fix the problem in a timely manner that is 
suitable to the referee.



Á Introduce yourself to the coaches while teams are

ÁHi coach, I will be your referee today

ÁWhen can I check your team in?

ÁAsk for rosters and cards

ÁMake every attempt NOT to interrupt the coach 
when he/she is talking with players in a huddle or 
group, ie. having a team meeting

ÁEach team must submit valid US Club Soccer Roster 
& Member Passes to the referee prior to the game.

ÁThe team has until the start of the 2nd half to get the 

roster and/or player passes to the official

Á If they are not presented to the official by that time,  
the game can continue
Á however the team without cards will forfeit the game 1-0, 

regardless of the actual outcome of the game.

ÁIf ONE player does not have their pass, they 
must SIT OUT until their pass is presented!



Á Official roster looks like this

Á To start the match
Á seven (7) rosteredplayers and

Á one (1) rosteredadult

Á .... Must be present



Teams are permitted guest players provided:

Á They MUST BE from the sameclub

Á The maximum number of guest players is SIX
ÁEven though there is only space for three on the roster

Á They must have valid US Club Soccer member passes

Á They are age eligible to participate



Do rosters need to be returned after the game?

ÁNo, unless you have a RED CARD (when you file 
your report on Oregon Soccer Central, you will see a 
message explaining where to FAX your rosters)

ÁKeep all rosters until end of season in case they are 
needed!

ÁAfter the season, please destroy

passes under any circumstances
